Police Matters
There were no Police officers present and the Clerk advised the meeting that, when the officers were unable to attend, they normally provided him with details of the crimes that had occurred.  This had not happened and it was presumed that operational matters had taken precedence.  The Clerk also advised the meeting that he had received a response from ACC David Morris dated 8th June to his letter to the Chief Constable of 29th April.  ACC Morris had referred the letter to the Divisional Commander at Cardiff, Chief Superintendent Josh Jones.
Cllr Jones advised he had spoken to PC Tebbutt at the Quarry opening the previous week and had asked about the road signs and also felt that additional road signs were needed advising that roads in the village were unsuitable to HGVs.  He also told the meeting of the trainers that were on the BT telephone line outside the Creigiau Inn and that it was, apparently, an indication of drug dealing.  The Clerk advised that the matter had been reported to BT.

Public Session

Mr Kenneth Hughes was present and thanked the Clerk for getting the pot-holes, which he had referred to at the last meeting, repaired.  He pointed out, however, that the contractors had failed to patch another pot-hole some 40 yards away from the one in Heol y Pentre.  He also pointed out that the repairs were just patches and were not sealed.  It was cheap job and would quickly deteriorate and he was aggrieved that it would have to be done again and that CCC would end up paying for the same job twice.  Clerk to arrange
He referred also to Cllr Jones mentioning about insurance claims at the last meeting and felt that Cllr Rosser’s response was not very helpful.  He felt that Councillors should be singing off the same hymn sheet otherwise issues like mending the roads would never be achieved.
Finally, he felt that the Public Meeting regarding the Wales International Business Park was not being advertised properly as not many people read the noticeboards.  He suggested putting flyers through people’s doors to advise them of the meeting.

Matters Arising from the Public Session.

Cllr Thomas advised the meeting that, with regard to the roads, the Clerk was constantly putting pressure on CCC to respond to the concerns of the Community.  He went on to say that he was hoping that, following the meeting the previous week between the Cardiff Community Councils and Kate Berry, CCC (Legal Officer), that closer co-operation between CCC and the Community Council may be achieved.  The Chairman shared Mr Hughes’ frustration and gave the example of CCC failure to address the issue of the debris on A.4119 as a personal battle, which he was having with CCC (Highways).
Cllr Jones felt that it was all very well keeping on to CCC, but felt that more positive action should be taken.  He felt that another public meeting should be called, that the PCC insist that matters are addressed as a whole and not piecemeal and individuals should stop paying their Council tax, as the people of Pentyrch were receiving a shoddy deal.  This generated a lively debate with contributions being made by Cllrs Harrison, Davies, Prosser and McKay.  
Cllr Thomas advised members that the meeting held the previous week was also referred to at Item 4 on the Clerk’s report.  The outcome that was being sought was an agreement between CCC and the Community Councils on a Charter of co-operation between them.  Part of the Charter would be periodic meetings between CCC and representatives of the Community Councils, at which officers from certain departments could be asked to attend to explain their actions or inactions in relation to Community Council concerns.  This was what was being worked towards but it would take time to achieve.
Cllr Harrison raised the issue of ‘Walk to School Week’ which was designed to encourage the children to walk to school.  However, some parents had assessed the risks and dangers to their children as being too great and despite the willingness of the children to take part they had not done so.  This was all related to the pot-holes, poor pavements, signs, zebra/pelican crossings, and traffic movement and needed to be dealt with as a whole package.

Cllr Harrison queried the annual accounts and the Clerk advised that they were not yet complete.  The Chairman confirmed this as he was assisting the Clerk to finalise the account and he had been ill during the past month with bronchitis and had been unable to give the assistance that he had promised. Matters arising 
Paragraph 27
Cllr Jones asked if there was any update from the Police regarding the taxi driver dropping litter.  The Clerk advised that he had not received any update.
Paragraphs 30 & 31
Cllr Jones still felt that the minutes were incorrect and needed adjusting.  The Chairman pointed out that the matter had been debated and that a proposal had been made, seconded and agreed upon to accept the minutes.  Cllr Jones did not agree and reserved the right to refer the matter.  When queried, he further advised that he would refer the matter to CCC, in the first instance.
Paragraph 33.1
Cllr Jones asked where Councillors could view the plans of the Wales International Business Park and the Clerk advised him that they were in the Council offices.
The Chairman addressed members in relation to the current situation of the Clerk preparing the minutes, sending them to the Chairman for checking prior to distributing them throughout the Community and on the web-site.  He acknowledged the issues that Cllr Jones had raised and was conscious that members had no opportunity to advise the Clerk of any errors prior to circulation.  He proposed that the minutes be prepared by the Clerk, checked by the Chairman and then distributed, by email, to all Councillors who would have three days to respond with any issues they felt were incorrect.  The Clerk would then discuss these issues with the Chairman, who would make a decision, taking into account the Councillor’s viewpoint.  This was generally felt to be an excellent idea and was agreed.  Clerk to arrange
The Chairman also referred to a couple of procedural issues that he had asked the Clerk to bring to the attention of members subsequent to the last meeting.  With regard to Councillors’ Reports he asked members not to regurgitate reports already submitted to the Clerk and already distributed through the pre-read material or the Clerk’s supplementary report.  He also referred to his preference to keep his email address confidential.  His rationale for this was that he paid for his internet service as, indeed, he paid for his mobile phone and it was therefore his choice as to whom he gave this information.  
He then turned to the practice of asking the Clerk to circulate an email to all other Councillors, as it put the Clerk in an awkward position of being unable to comply with competing requests, i.e. from the Councillor wishing circulation and the Councillor who did not want to receive said circulation.  This prompted a discussion with Cllr Williams feeling that the issue was out of proportion as it only referred to one or two emails a month.  Cllr Rosser, however, stated that she did not want to receive unsolicited emails.  It was resolved that the issue would be left to the Clerk’s judgement to decide on how to proceed in individual cases.

Cllr Williams advised that the closing date for the summer Community Link had been today, 15th June 2009, Councillors should get any articles to the Clerk as soon as possible.  Cllr Jones brought up the issue of taxi fares from Cardiff to Pentyrch and felt that mention should be made in the Link.  The Clerk advised him to pen a short article for inclusion as Councillors were always being urged to submit articles for the Link but few did so. Wales International Business Park Public Meeting.

Pentyrch Primary School.
The Clerk reported that a further letter and photos had been received from Nikki Ryall following her letter last month. Cllr Harrison reported on his 1st meeting of the Governors.  The school is losing 2 teachers at the end of term, hence next term there will be mixed aged classes.  The school role is currently at approx 140 and there will be a new intake of 25 in September.  The school website has been established and the Governor’s minutes will be published on this website.  The school is considering a nursery provision.  Cllr Harrison could understand the frustration of the parents over the perceived inaction of CCC to replace the ageing and deteriorating school buildings.  It was agreed that the PCC would support the efforts of the parents in relation to this issue.  Clerk to arrange
