To Receive Councillors’ declaration of Acceptance of Office if appropriate
There were no new declarations of Acceptance of Office.
16
To Elect a Chairman of the Council
The outgoing Chairman, Cllr Stuart Thomas, invited nominations for the post of Chairman of the Council.  The current Vice-Chairman, Cllr Lindsay Davies advised she was unable to stand as Chairman because of work commitments.  Cllr Rosser nominated Cllr Thomas to stand for a second year as Chairman; this was seconded by Cllr Rees and agreed by those present.  Cllr Thomas remained in the Chair and the Chairman’s declaration of office was not considered to be necessary at this time.

To Elect a Vice-Chairman of the Council.

The Chairman, Cllr Thomas, invited nominations for the post of Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Jones nominated Cllr John Harrison.  Cllr Harrison’s nomination was seconded by Cllr Davies and agreed by those present.
18
To receive any amendments or additions to Councillors’ Registration(s) of Interest
The Clerk advised the meeting that he would be happy to receive any amendments.
19
To appoint Statutory or Standing Committees 
The Clerk had provided a list of the Committees and their members.  The list also indicated suggested dates for meetings.  All meetings would be at the Council Offices.  The Chairman and Vice Chairman are ex-officio members of all the Council’s committees.  The following decisions were made:


Internal Committees
a) The Estates & Open Spaces Committee would comprise of Cllrs Harrison, Rees, Prosser, Jones and Thomas.  The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Tuesday 8th June 2010.
b) The Staffing Committee would comprise of Cllr Priday, Thomas, Harrison and Rees.  The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Monday 1st November 2010.
c) The Buildings Committee would comprise of Cllrs Rosser, Dafis, Prosser, Williams and Thomas. The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Monday 4th October 2010.

d) The Museum Committee would comprise of Cllrs Rees, Prosser, Williams, Davies and Dafis.  The first meeting was agreed to be at 7pm on Tuesday 6th July 2010.

e) The Disciplinary/Grievance Committee would reflect the Staffing Committee viz. Cllrs Priday, Thomas, Harrison and Rees.

f) The Appeals Committee would comprise of any three members from the remaining Councillors who are not members of either the Staffing or Disciplinary/Grievance Committees.

g) The Internal Audit Committee would comprise of Cllrs Thomas and Williams. 

External Bodies
h) Pentyrch Primary School Governing Body.  Councillor Harrison was mid-term as the PCC representative. 
i) Creigiau Primary School Governing Body.  Councillor Dafis was mid-term as the PCC representative. 

j) Gwaelod y Garth School Governing Body.  Cllr Rosser was mid-term as the PCC representative. 

k) Pentyrch Sports Association.  Cllr Harrison and Cllr Jones would continue to represent the PCC on the trustees of the PSA.  

l) CRAMC.  The Chairman pointed out that all Councillors were members of CRAMC and should attend the meetings.  
m) Pentyrch Village Hall.  Cllr Priday would continue to be the PCC representative.  
n) Gwaelod y Garth Village Hall.  Cllr Davies would continue to be the PCC representative.
o) Pentyrch Neighbourhood Watch.  Cllrs Priday and Jones would continue to represent the PCC. 
p) Taffs Well (Cemex) Quarry Liaison.  It was agreed that PCC representation would be unchanged with Cllrs Williams, Jones, Rosser and the Clerk representing the PCC.

q) Good Neighbours.  Cllr Rees asked to stand down and it was agreed that Cllr Dafis would take her place as the PCC representative.

r) One Voice Wales.  It was agreed that PCC representation would continue to be Cllrs Williams and Thomas. 

s) GE Healthcare Liaison Committee.  This committee would cease as the plant had closed down and was being de-commissioned.
20
To consider the payments of any subscriptions falling to be paid annually.

It was agreed to renew the subscriptions as set out in the Clerk’s report when they fell due. 
21
To inspect any deeds and trust instruments in the custody of the Council.
The Chairman advised the meeting that if any members wished to examine any of the deeds or trusts, then they should make arrangements with the Clerk, as it was not possible to bring all these documents to the AGM.  The details of the deeds and trusts had been circulated as being part and parcel of the accounts.  The Clerk answered some minor queries regarding the values.

To consider the Council’s Annual Accounts
The Clerk advised members that the accounts had been circulated, held no surprises and should be familiar to all Councillors following on from the Forward Planning held at the April meeting.  The Chairman thanked the Clerk for producing the accounts for the AGM especially bearing in mind that he had also had to arrange a public meeting and a special meeting with members of CCC (Highways).  There were no queries on the accounts and it was agreed that the Chairman and Clerk should sign them.  The Clerk advised they would now be submitted to the internal auditor.

To consider the question of whether the pay and conditions of service of existing employees of the 
Council shall be reviewed.
The Clerk advised the meeting of the current situation and it was agreed that any pay rise awarded in 2010/11 would be accepted and back-dated to 1st April 2010.
